Please explain to us the nature of these costs that have
been capitalized as of December 31, 2017 and in the six months ended June 30, 2018, and
tell usthe accounting literature relied upon for your accounting treatment of these costs at
both period end dates. In thisregard, also tell us how the capitalization of these costs
during 2018 is consistent with your disclosure in Note 2 that under ASC 606, you expense
incremental material costs of obtaining contracts with a customer. See guidancein ASC
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In closing, we remind you that the company and its management are responsible for the
accuracy and adequacy of their disclosures, notwithstanding any review, comments, action or
absence of action by the staff.
